A 2009 Diabetes Care study places increased
emphasis on changes in demographics, advances
in treatment, and the natural history of this disease,
including the timing and frequency of

its costly complications.
Much of the increase in
cases and in costs will be driven by
aging "baby boomers," who
are approaching the age of retirement,

diabetes complications, and health insurance.

Various characteristics of the modern natural
history of diabetes and its treatments contribute to
increasing the costs of diabetes for the population.
People with diabetes are now being diagnosed at
younger ages. Thanks to better treatments, they
are living longer. This leads to a longer history of
disease, opportunities for more aggressive
therapies, and time to accumulate complications,
which are costly to treat. Diabetes is the leading
cause of blindness, end-stage kidney disease and
amputations. Remember to have 15 to 30 minutes
of exercise per day.
